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Reset to Factory Setting

1- Press and hold the Green Button inside the upper left edge of
the safe door for 5 seconds.

2- You will hear, “Factory Settings are restored successfully.”
3- The system will be reset to default.

Cautions & Further Information:

1. Do not place the user manual and power bank inside the Safe
Box.

2. If the safe is not used for an extended period, remove the
batteries from the lock to prevent damage to the electronic lock
system.

3. Please make sure of the strength and safety of the wall or the
Ground Before installing the Safe Box.

4. In case the battery runs out, use AA alkaline batteries (which
are more powerful than regular ones) to ensure the latch can be
opened.

Note: If the replaced battery is not an alkaline (high-power)
type, the lock may not open even if the indicator light turns on.
Always use alkaline batteries



Closing the Safe Box

1. Close the door

2. Rotate the lock handle counter
clockwise to lock the door

Wrong Password Alarm

1- Entering the wrong password three times in a row will trigger a
1 minute alarm.

2- If six incorrect fingerprints are detected, the alarm will also
sound for 1 minute.

Note: The alarm stops when the correct password or fingerprint
is entered.

Impact and Movement Alarm Activation

1- Touch the screen to light up the keys.

2- Press #.

3- The sensors are now activated; the alarm will sound if the safe
is moved or shaken.

Note: The alarm stops when the correct password or finger-

print is entered.

Battery Replacement

1- If the voice prompt says ‘Battery is Low,"or when the lock
doesn't work. the batteries need replacing.

2- Place new batteries in the compartment on the upper left
edge inside the door.

2- Enter the admin code 123456 or your new admin code and
press #.

4- Press 1 for normal mode or 2 for secure mode

Note: in the safe mode you need to enter both finger print & pass-
word but in normal mode, one of them will open the safe.

2- Enter the admin code 123456 or your new admin code and
press #.

3- Press 6 (This feature may be disabled for some safes.)

4- Press 1 for English or 2 for Chinese.

Opening the safe

1- Enter the password and press the # key (or p\ace the desired
finger on the sensor above the lock)

2- The green light will tum on, and the door
will open.
