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Cautions & Further Information

1. If the wrong code is entered three times consecutively, the
device will be deactivated for three minutes.

2. During this time, the display will show ‘Hold-3" in the first
minute, ‘Hold-2’ in the second minute, and ‘Hold-1" in the
third minute consecutively.

During this period, no key will function, and the end of these 3
minutes will be signaled by a melody.

3. In case of using non-standard batteries with high voltage,
the device will automatically reduce the battery voltage to
the standard level to protect its electronic board! During this
period, the warning ‘HI-bAt” will be displayed.
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Lock’s Anti-Destruction System Activation

This safe is equipped with an Anti-Destruction System.

This system operates in such a way that, in the event of an
attempt by a thief to tamper with or force the lock using a

drill or other tampering tools, all bolts will immediately go into
an absolute locked state. They will disengage from the lock
control, and any manipulation of the lock for opening the bolts
will not be effective.

In the event that the safe enters the anti-tamper phase, con-
tact the company's after-sales service unit for safe opening.

Battery Replacement Procedure

This model is equipped with a battery indicator which will be
displayed in the right comer of the screen in green during the
opening and closing of the lock.

When the battery life of the device is running out, the indicator
will blink, which means it" s time to replace the batteries!

Forgetting Password

In case of Forgetting the safe password, immediately contact
the customer service unit of Sadid Company so that our
colleagues can promptly establish communication with you
for the safe opening process.

Note: Keep in mind that higher brightness levels will result
in higher battery consumption.

7. Hiding Password Characters on Lock’s Display

This device is equipped with the ability to hide the numbers
during password entry.

1. To do this, when entering the password digits, after
displaying the ‘Code’ phrase, press and hold the ‘ST’ key for
one second, then release it.

Upon entering the password, the digits will be displayed in
the form of dashes.

2. To return to normal mode, repeat the steps above.

8. Reset to Factory Settings

With this feature, you can reset all menu changes and settings
to the initial settings, or in other words, the factory settings.
To do this:

1. Enter the menu

2. By using the down arrow key, go to option ‘Fact-6’, and
press the ‘Checkmark’ key.

3. The device will display the phrase ‘Sure’, meaning, “Are
you sure?” and it asks for your confirmation. By pressing the
‘Checkmark’ key, you confirm.

The phrase ‘Done’ will be displayed, and as a result, the
administrator password, user information, and other device
settings will be deleted.

5. Child Lock

With this feature, you can deactivate the keyboard to prevent
tampering by your children.

1. To activate after entering the menu, use the arrow button
to go to option Chld-2’ and press the ‘Checkmark’ button.
Keep in mind that the display of the word ‘Done’ signifies the
completion of the process and deactivation of the keyboard.
2. To Deactivate Press the ‘Checkmark’ button and release
it after 3 seconds.

The blue light will briefly tum on, and the keyboard will retumn
to its initial state.”

6.Decrease or Increase Display Light

In this section, you can adjust the brightness of the display
and keyboard in 4 levels from very low to very Bright.

1. To do this, enter the menu.

2. Then, with the down arrow key, go to option ‘Light-4’, and
press the ‘Checkmark’ key.

Each of the six characters will be displayed together as
shown in the image.

3. Now, with the up or down arrow keys, you will be able to
decrease or increase the brightness level, and on the desired
brightness level, press the ‘Checkmark’ key to confirm.

The phrase ‘Done’ means it's completed.



Important Note: If you attempt to change the device password
using the ‘Reset’ button on the back of the metal frame, the
device will intelligently change the password of the last person
who opened the lock with their password! Whether it's the
manager or a user.

4.Unlocking Delay

With this feature, the possibility of unlocking the lock with a
time delay will be provided, directly leading to the confusion of
the safe thief even if they have the correct code for the safe.
To do this:

1.enter the menu.

2.with the down arrow key, go to option ‘Delay-5’, and press
the ‘Checkmark’ key.

3. With the down arrow key, observe the options ‘0 SEC, 10
SEC, 30 SEC, 60 SEC’.

3-1. These times mean how many seconds of delay you want
before the lock opens.

4. Go to the preferred option (for example, ‘10 SEC’ means
10 seconds) and press the tick key.

4-1. The display of the phrase ‘Done’ means it's completed,
and from now on, every time you intend to unlock the lock,
the lock (after entering the correct code and displaying the
word ‘Delay’) will open with the specified time delay.

5. To return to the no-delay state, you can repeat the above
steps and select the ‘0 SEC’ option.

2-1. The first option: ‘Delete’ or delete the user, and by
pressing the down arrow key, you will notice the second op-
tion, ‘Enable’, meaning enable.

2-2. Press the ‘Checkmark’ key on the ‘Enable’ option, and
the display of the phrase ‘Good’ means reactivating the ac-
cess of the selected user.

If you intend to change the user password:

1. Enter the menu.

2. Press the ‘Checkmark’ key and release it after one
second.

The device will ask you for the login password by displaying
the ‘Code’ phrase.

3. After entering the default user password, press the ‘EN’
key.

The ‘Change’ phrase will be displayed.

4. Press the ‘Checkmark’ key to confirm.

4-1. The device briefly announces that it has identified the
‘User’ with the display of user and its number.

4-2. Then, it asks you for the new user password by dis-
playing the ‘Code’ phrase.

5.Enter the new password and then press the ‘EN’ key.
5-1. The device asks you to enter the new password again
by displaying the ‘Again’ phrase.

5-2. Enter the new password again and press the ‘EN’ key.
The display of the ‘Good’ phrase means that your password
has been successfully changed.

We have two options

The first option is ‘Delete’ and the second option is ‘Disable’,
in term of deactivation.

By pressing the up or down arrows, you can choose between
these two options.

The first option: ‘Delete’ or delete the user:

1. If you want to completely delete the user, press the ‘Check
mark’ key on this option.

2. The phrase ‘Sure’ will appear, meaning, are you sure?

3. Press the tick key again, and the display of the phrase
‘Done’ means deleting the user!

The second option is to disable the user or ‘Disable’:

1. If you do not want to delete the selected user and only intend
to temporarily deactivate them, press the ‘Checkmark’ key on
this option!

2. Displaying ‘Done’ means that this user will be inactive until
reactivated by the manager.

If you intend to define more than one user:

3. Enter the menu, On the ‘User’ option, press the ‘Check-
mark’ button on ‘User-3’, and with the down or up button,

you can review the options related to ‘Users-2’ to ‘User-5

and perform the above operations on them.

4, The default password for users is as follows:

User 1) 1,1,1

User 2)2,2,2

User 3) 3,3,3

Note: Users will not have access to any menu functions
other than changing the password. In other words, the menu
functions are only accessible to the device administrator.

2.Delete or Deactivate a User

If the manager intends to restrict user access temporarily or
permanently, they can do the following:

1. Enter the menu.

2. Then, with the down arrow key, go to option user-3 and
confirm it with the ‘EN’ key.

3. Then, with the up or down arrow key on the option corre-
sponding to the desired user

4. Press the Check Mark key.

1) The phrase ‘User’ is for users.

2) Delete or deactivate the user.

3) The phrase ‘Chng’ is for changing the password (the
second path for changing the password).

4) The phrase ‘Dely’ is for delayed opening.

5) The phrase ‘Chld’ is for the child lock.

6) The phrase ‘Ligh’ is for light.

7. Reset to Factory Settings

8) The phrase ‘Fact’ is for retumning to factory settings.

At any point in the menu, if you want to go back to the previ-
ous menu, use the back arrow.
If you want to exit the menu completely, press the ‘EN’ button.

1.Users Definition

In this model of the digital lock, the capability has been pro-
vided for five additional users, in addition to the primary device
owner (administrator), to open or close the device! However,
be aware that this capability is only possible if granted by the
administrator because access permissions must be personal-
ly be approved by the administrator.

If you intend to define a user:

1. Enter the menu, By selecting the ‘User’ option and press-
ing the ‘Checkmark’ button, you will see the phrase ‘User-1".
2. On ‘User-1’, press the ‘Checkmark’ button. The term
‘Add’ is displayed, meaning, do you want to add this user?



Note: To be sure, press the “ST" button while the safe door
is open then enter the new password, then press the “EN”
button. If the word “OPEN" is displayed, the password has
been changed correctly.

Closing the Safe:

1. After closing the safe door, press the 'EN'’ button.
2. The device bolts will lock, and a success melody will play.

Note: If the lock remains open, after 30 seconds, the word
‘Alert’ will be displayed, and an alert sound will play.

Note: Keep in mind that this alert sound repeats every 30
seconds and lasts for two minutes. To stop it, you need to
press the ‘Checkmark’ button or ‘ST’ button, or close the
lock by pressing the ‘EN’ button.

Features Menu:

1. To access the device menu, press and hold the ‘Check-
mark’ button (5) for one second and then release it.

1.2. The device will display the word ‘Code’ and request a
password from you.

2. Enter the password and then press the ‘EN’ button.

3. You have entered the menu.

The first option in the menu is to change the password,
indicated by the word ‘Change’

You can navigate through all features in the menu using the
up and down buttons.



First Time Set up:

For initial setup, press the password keypad and tum it counter-
clockwise and insert the batteries included in the pack behind
the keypad so that the digital screen lights up after the lock is
activated

1. Press the ‘ST’ button. After seeing the ‘Code’ prompt, the
device will request your password.

2. Enter the default device password, whichis 1, 2, 3. Press
the ‘EN’ button.

2.1. The device will display the word ‘Open’ and then the
battery indicator will show you the battery level.

2.2. After the successful melody, the device will be open.

Note: Keep in mind that entering the incorrect password wil
result in the device displaying the word ‘Error’

Password Changing:

1- Press the “Reset” button located on the back of the metal
frame once using the “L" shape wrench included in the compa-
ny pack. (tem 10, Image Page 4)

The lock will ask you a new password by displaying phrase
“Code”.

2. Enter the new password then press the “EN" button.

Note: You will be able to create a password from 3 to 20
characters.

3. When the phrase “again” appears on the lock, enter the
password again then press the “EN" button. If the phrase
“GOOD" appears on the screen, It means your password has

been changed.
